The article title, author names, and their addresses are centred. Two lines are skipped (size 12), and from the left margin, the word Abstract: and the abstract text in English begin. 

Please do not number the pages of the contribution.
1 Introduction
Chapter titles are written in font size 12, bold, from the left margin. One line (size 12) is skipped below the chapter title. Text begins with a 1 cm indent. When structuring chapters, two hierarchical levels are maintained. Chapters are numbered – main chapters are marked with a whole number, subchapters with a number with decimal division, and their titles are written in italic, bold (e.g., 2.1 New Subchapter). A line is skipped below chapters, and text begins below subchapters without skipping a line. One line (size 12) is skipped between chapters.
2 Figures and Tables
Images and tables are inserted into the text aligned with the left margin. In each contribution, they are numbered from 1 (Fig. 1, Tab. 1).
2.1 Figures
Depending on the image dimensions, the text may flow around it, or it is separated from the main text by 1 line above the image and 1 line below the image caption. References to images in the text are indicated by the abbreviation Fig. with a lowercase initial letter (e.g., ...as shown in Fig. 2). Text...

Below the image, a caption is written in English, using font size 11, italic, centred on the image's center. Color images and photographs can also be used.
2.2 Tables
The same principles as for images apply to the placement of tables. The only difference is in the placement of the table title, which is above the table (in English). In the text, the table is referenced by the abbreviation Tab. (e.g.: The results are summarized in Tab. 3).

In the text of the contribution, the used literature is cited by indicating the author and year of publication of the work, separated by a comma (Pekný, 2001) or ...as stated by Pekný (2001). In the case of two authors, both are cited (Pekný and Krásna, 2004), in the case of multiple authors, the abbreviation et al. is used (Sabatakakis et al., 2009). After the last chapter of the article titled Conclusion, Acknowledgments (if relevant) are given, and a List of References is compiled (as a chapter title without numbering).
